Today, the program has grown to include the use of
ICT in the classroom, drawing on and developing students listening and speaking skills in their learning.
Our Audio E-Learning program is now supported with a full-time ICT Mentor teacher, with the weekly
student radio program being broadcast on 3SER via a state-of-the-art radio studio at our school.
